The new member class will be trained this year by the JLBR's Membership Development team  
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led by co-chairs Cyd Alderman and Lisa Warren. As part of their orientation and education, new 

members will attend a "Super Saturday" community project tour on October 6th, a day where 

new members will travel together to visit the projects and non-profit organizations that the JLBR 

supports. The tour will allow the new members to see first hand the difference the Junior League 

makes in the community.  

 

"As our membership continues to grow, so does our ability to have an even greater impact on the 

community," Calder added. "With additional trained volunteers, we are able to support even 

more community projects and initiatives through the funds we raise and volunteer hours we 

donate," she said.  

 

The JLBR has been improving our community for 36 years by providing funds and trained 

volunteers to a variety of key local community projects addressing the needs of families and the 

welfare of children. The Junior League’s current projects include In the Pines, which provides 

affordable housing and community services for agricultural workers, The Milagro Center of 

Delray Beach, Florence Fuller Child Development Center, Kids In Distress and Kids @ Home, 

assisting young adults transitioning from foster care to independent living, Hometown Histories 

in partnership with the Boca Raton Museum of Art & the Boca Raton Historical Society, and 

The Vegso Community Resource Center, which provides training and programming through our 

grant resource library to assist non-profit organizations with securing funding.
