The collection consists of reference books, journals, and the latest Foundation Directory Online and the Grants to Individuals databases. In addition to the two Foundation Center databases, the library offers directories and grant guides, government resources (including resources specific to the state of Florida), subject guides, information on grants for individuals, and numerous other books pertaining to grantsmanship, nonprofit management, fundraising, and scholarship.
